Mario Brunello ushers in the new concert season at the Fondazione Cini Squero Auditorium 
On Saturday, 21 January Mario Brunello will perform the first of six concerts devoted to Bach. The overall 2017 programme consists of twenty dates at the Squero Auditorium, featuring musicians such as the Quartetto di Venezia, the Sonatori de la Gioiosa Marca and the Solisti della Fenice 

The first concert in the 2017 season will be held at 5 pm on Saturday, 21 January at the Squero – the new auditorium on the Island of San Giorgio Maggiore. Cellist Mario Brunello will play the first two of the twelve great works by Bach due to be performed over the year: Sonata no.1 in G minor for violin, BWV 1001(arranged for cello)  and Suite no. 4 in E-flat major for cello, BWV 1010. This is also the first of twenty concerts organised by the Fondazione Giorgio Cini in collaboration with Asolo Musica. The featured musicians will be Mario Brunello; the Quartetto di Venezia with Alessandro Carbonare and Oscar Ghiglia; the Sonatori de la Gioiosa Marca and the Solisti della Fenice.

Tickets may be purchased one hour before the concert at the Squero ticket office  in the Sale del Convitto exhibition centre on the Island of San Giorgio, or online at https://www.boxol.it/auditoriumlosquero. The price of tickets is €30, but students under 26 are entitled to a concessionary ticket of €10 (for information and bookings, contact Asolo Musica: tel. +39 0423 950150 info@asolomusica.com). 

The year-long programme consists of a series of eight concerts featuring the Quartetto di Venezia  with the participation of Alessandro Carbonare and Oscar Ghiglia (28 January, 25 February , 22 April, 27 May, 22 July, 16 September, 14 October and 16 December); six concerts by Mario Brunello (21 January, 4 March, 8 April, 28 October, 18 November and 2 December); four concerts by the Sonatori de la Gioiosa Marca (11 February, 25 March, 9 September and 21 October) and two by the Solisti della Fenice (24 September and 11 November).

Mario Brunello studied with Adriano Vendramelli, and then did advanced studies with Antonio Janigro. He is the musical director of the Artesella arte e natura festival and  a member of the Accademia di Santa Cecilia. He plays an invaluable early 17th-century Maggini cello that once belonged to Franco Rossi. In 1986 he became the first Italian musician to win the Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow. He has been invited to play with leading world orchestras such as the London Philharmonic, the Munich Philharmonic, the Philadelphia Orchestra, the Mahler Chamber Orchestra, the Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio-France, the DSO Berlin, the NHK Symphony, Tokyo, the Filarmonica della Scala, and the Accademia di Santa Cecilia. He has worked with conductors such as Valery Gergiev, Antonio Pappano, Yuri Temirkanov, Manfred Honeck, Riccardo Chailly, Vladimir Jurowski, Ton Koopman, Riccardo Muti, Daniele Gatti, Myung-Whun Chung and Seiji Ozawa,  and has performed chamber music with celebrated musicians, such as Gidon Kremer, Yuri Bashmet, Martha Argerich, Andrea Lucchesini, Frank Peter Zimmermann, Isabelle Faust, Maurizio Pollini, Valery Afanassiev and the Hugo Wolf Quartet.

The Squero on the Island of San Giorgio Maggiore, a former boat repairs yard dating from the 19th century, has been converted into a stunning modern auditorium. Promoted by the Fondazione Giorgio Cini, the conversion  of the old boatshed into a state-of-the art 200-seat concert hall was made possible thanks to the contribution of the Provveditorato Interregionale per le Opere Pubbliche del Veneto, Trentino Alto Adige, Friuli Venezia Giulia and the Fondazione Virginio Bruni Tedeschi. With  exceptional acoustics and a wonderful position, giving directly onto the lagoon, the Squero is a unique venue combining music and a splendid view:  the plate-glass windows in front of the audience form a natural backdrop with a remarkable lagoon vista, thus offering the unique experience of a “waterfront” concert.
