The Fondazione Giorgio Cini announces new dates for “HOMO FABER. Crafting a more human future”
The eagerly awaited event promoting and celebrating the finest international artistic craftsmanship promoted by Michelangelo Foundation for Creativity and Craftsmanship will take place in 2022
The celebration of the finest international artisanal creative talent, which made its debut in 2018, will return to the Island of San Giorgio from 10 April to 1 May 2022, thus encompassing  the opening of next Mostra internazionale d’Arte della Biennale di Venezia.
After a long pause due to health emergency and to a thorough reconsideration of its mission, goals and ambitions, Fondazione Giorgio Cini and Michelangelo Foundation have rescheduled “Homo Faber” which, through the vision of a team of curators and international partners, will present the most recent results of contemporary excellence in the world of craftsmanship.
This postponement to spring 2022 has several reasons: first, the health and safety of operators and exhibitors from all over the world, especially Japan, guest of honour of this edition, featuring internationally renowned representatives of the Japanese artistic production and of its cultural scene.
The Fondazione Giorgio Cini, which has just reopened to the public following the most rigorous procedures, will therefore host the second edition of the event in total safety, expecting to renovate the great success that the first edition brilliantly reported: more than 62,000 visitors in just 17 days of opening were able to admire no less than 16 exhibitions, in which almost a thousand representative objects were displayed to narrate timeless beauty and contemporary value of artistic professions. 
Furthermore, the coincidence with Biennale Arte will offer the opportunity to establish further cultural networks with the main operators in this sector in the Venice area.
“Homo Faber” is a cultural initiative whose principles, vision and ambition the Fondazione Giorgio Cini shares , deep-rooted in the tradition of studying and preserving a heritage of "savoir faire" but also aimed at training new generations - men and women who will be able to wisely express their sensitivity through creation. 
Homo Faber in Città has also been postponed to 2022. The public will be guided through ateliers,workshops and historical monuments, such as Chiesa della Pietà, the exhibitions at Palazzo Grimani and the Fenice workshops, to reveal the rich heritage of Venetian craftsmanship hidden in calli and courtyards. This itinerary includes Dorsoduro Museum Mile, the cultural path that ideally connects some of the most prestigious Venetian cultural institutions: Gallerie dell’Accademia, Palazzo Cini Gallery at San Vio, Peggy Guggenheim Collection and Punta della Dogana.
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
